
     "2008"! What a year 
for "your" FCLARA! Your 
Board began the year with lofty 
goals that would require many 
volunteer hours from many 
volunteers. Some felt we were 
being a little too ambitious. 
But ... Thanks to a wonderful 
group of dedicated members 
and an active Board, FCLARA 
was able to achieve, and in 
fact exceed our strategically 
planned goals for the year. 
The following is a "look back" 
at 2008 followed by some 
planned goals for 2009.  
     We began the year 
hoping to assist Long Lake 
and the Big Four Sportsmen 
Club resolve the problem of 
keeping the aerator running 
through the winter in Long 
Lake. Low winter oxygen levels 
had contributed to fish kills in 
the lake and fishery biologist 
experts felt an aerator would 
prevent this from happening 
again. Thanks to Mick Mlinar, 
Wayne Lindsley and the officers 
of the Big Four, this problem  
was resolved and the aerator 
should be up and running for 
this winter. Many signs at our 
public boat landings needed 

replacing or repair. During our 
lake and river surveys, we made 
a list of signs needing attention 
and through a grant by the 
county, we now have a program 
in place to repair and replace 
damaged signs. We hoped to 
survey approximately 50 lake and 
river sites in the county for 
invasives and water quality. We 
actually looked at over 70 sites 
and gathered data that will be 
used to track invasives and form 
a water quality data base for 
these lakes and rivers. The DNR 
successfully finished a cold water 
habitat restoration project on the 
Popple River. This project was 
part of our river grant of 3 years 
ago and represents the final 
phase of that grant. (I can't wait 
for spring and the trout opener 
to try my luck there.) Hopefully, 
a few more of these restorations 
will take place. We were hoping 
to donate approximately 800 in-
kind hours to support the 
countyªs Aquatic Invasive Species 
program. Final hours donated, 
over 1,000!! Our June Water 
Quality Protection Workshop saw 
40 attendees with this program 
now becoming an annual event 
on our calendar. This workshop 
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allows us to reach out to the 
public and educate them on  
water quality issues. It also is 
a great networking outreach for 
us as it involves many 
community organizations and 
town and county offices and 
personnel. We outreached to 
the Lake Ellwood and Long 
Lake Associations and should 
have their new officers joining 
our Board this year. Our 
Membership Chair Ken 
Johnson, through his persuasive 
Swedish smile and manner, 
increased our membership to 
over 150 (he tells me he is 
shooting for 200 this year). 
2008 was indeed a good year 
for FCLARA only because of 
the great volunteers we have 
here in the county. None, not 
one project, could have 
happened without you. A 
special "hats off¬ to Margie 
Yadro, our Florence County 
Conservationist, Maureen Ferry 
our Florence County Invasive 
Species Program Manager, and 
Katie Malinowski, our Clean 
Boat/Clean Waters  
coordinator for their leadership. 
Thank you, thank you all, for

Proposed legislation 

on lawn fertilizers with 

phosphorous  

Phosphorus runoff 

from lawn fertilizers can 

fuel algae blooms and 

nuisance plant growth, 

depriving fish of oxygen 

and hindering open water 

recreation.   

This proposed 

legislation will prohibit 

the sale and residential 

application of fertilizer 

containing phosphorous 

to turf in Wisconsin, with 

some exceptions (i.e. 

agricultural).  The bill is 

currently awaiting action 

by the senate and 

assembly.

Pickled Pike  
 
3 or 4 fish fillets (20")  
1 Cup pickling salt  
Cut fillets into bite size pieces. Place in plastic 
container with 2 quarts water and 1 Cup pickling 
salt. (if fillets are very large, you may need to 
double the water and the pickling salt. Fillets need 
to be covered with liquid). Soak for two days. Stir 
frequently with wooden spoon. Store in 
refrigerator. Rinse until water is clear-usually 
about 6 times.  
 
2 Cups vinegar 
1/2  Cup water  
1/2Cup sugar  
2 Tbs. Pickling Spices  
I large sweet onion chopped  
Place in clean plastic container and add above 
ingredients (again, you may need to double the 
ingredients to cover the fillets). Keep in 
refrigerator. Stir several times. Allow to sit at least 
3 days. Divide into pint jars. Will keep in 
refrigerator several months. Share with friends.

     Hereôs a little lake 

sampling mystery. There are 

many lakes in Florence 

County and approximately 50 

or so have had sampling done, 

some for only a year and 

others for ten or more. One of 

the important aspects of 

sampling is to monitor and 

look for any trends that may 

indicate problems. We want 

to be proactive rather than 

reactive if possible. 

     Monitoring by our faithful 

volunteers includes measuring 

water clarity, pH, oxygen, 

phosphorus, and invasives 

such as Eurasian milfoil, 

zebra mussels, and purple 

loosestrife. 

     On some lakes, the only 

monitoring that is done is for 

water clarity with a Secchi 

disc. This simple black and 

white metal disc is lowered 

into the water until it cannot 

be seen. The depth is 

measured and thatôs it. As 

simple as it is, it tells us a lot 

about whatôs going on in the 

lake and if done over many 

years, gives a good picture of 

water quality and what is 

ñnormalò for the lake or river. 

   We can see from the 

numbers that Keyes is a pretty 

clear lake with good water 

quality. Those of you who 

have been on the lake know 

that. Do you see our little 

mystery? You have probably 

seen that in 1999 the depth is 

only 10 feet. Fortunately, it 

was only a one-time event. The 

event didnôt take long and 

affected more lakes than 

Keyes. 

     You have probably guessed 

the reason by now. In June of 

1999, we had a tremendous 

comfortable in supporting this 
grant. (If you would like to 
work on one of the 
committees in support of this 
grant just contact one of your 
FCLARA Board members.) 
This 3 year grant will allow 
us a full time AIS Specialist, 
a Clean Boats/Clean Waters 
coordinator, enable us to 
continue and expand our lake 
and river survey work, send a 
representative to the Wisconsin 
Assoc. of Lakes Conference, 
begin to set up lake and river 
management plans, help 
prevent the spread of AIS and 
especially, run programs 
educating the public on the 
prevention of AIS. During our 
survey work of 2008 we did 
find a number of invasive 
species in the county. Purple 
loosestrife, Eurasian water 
milfoil, rusty crayfish, 
Phragmites, snails, and a form 
of non-native jellyfish were 
observed in a few locations. 
The county and FCLARA 
volunteers helped to remove 

making 2008 a successful and 
fun year for FCLARA.  
     "2009". With 
momentum from 2008 we are 
off to a great start for ©09. 
Margie Yadro and Maureen 
Ferry just informed me that 
the 3 year Florence County 
AIS (Aquatic Invasive 
Species) Education, Prevention 
and Planning grant was 
approved for our county. 
(Great Work Ladies!!) The 
3 year value of this grant will 
be for approximately $250,000 
of which FCLARA has 
volunteered in-kind time of 
$60,000. This in-kind value 
will be broken down to 
approximately 325 hours/year 
of Clean Boats/Clean Waters 
inspections, 225 hours of lake 
surveys and monitoring/year 
and additional hourly credit of 
$12/hour for planning, 
workshops, and the use of 
boats, trailers and trucks. 
These in-kind volunteer hours 
are less then what we did in 
2008 so your Board felt 

some of the invasive species 
and we are prepared to 
continue our work with the 
help of this county grant. 
Some other programs for 
2009 would be to strengthen 
and add more lake 
associations to our association. 
We hope to be in close 
contact with Lake Ellwood and 
monitor their progress in 
forming a lake management 
plan. This could be a model 
for other lake management 
plans throughout the county. 
We will be working with the 
county on the new Wild Rivers 
invasive Species Cooperative 
(WRISC) project. This project 
will expand our work on 
invasives and include not only 
aquatic invasive species, but 
land, animal and insects. 
Looking back to 1999, when 
we first thought of putting 
FCLARA together, we had 
zero dollars to work with, 
approximately 10 members and 
no county support. Today with 
the help and support of 

Do You Remember?  
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 Florence County LCD, we have 

a grant offering us $250,000 
to help promote some of our 
goals for our lakes and rivers, 
and 150 concerned dedicated 
members to offer volunteer 
time. Thanks again for all you 
do to support your beautiful 
Florence County lakes and 
rivers and especially for your 
support for your FCLARA.

Invasive Species Program Manager, Maureen, 

and AIS intern, Dane, worked with volunteers from 

almost 50 water bodies to monitor AIS and sample 

water quality throughout the county. Parameters 

examined were AIS presence, clarity, pH and some 

chemistry data. 

No new milfoil sites, but several populations of 

purple loosestrife were found throughout the county. 

LCD is exploring the possibility of biological 

control for these populations. 

Secchi visibility measures the transparency, or 

clarity, of water. Transparency means different 

things in different lakes and can be altered by both 

natural processes and human influence. Clarity alone 

cannot determine the health of the lake, but when 

tracked over time it can indicate when, and if, a lake 

is changing. 

Most natural waters have a pH of 5.0 to 8.5; a 

pH of 6.5 to 8.2 is optimal for most organisms. 

Various factors effect pH and like clarity, pH alone 

cannot indicate the health of a lake, but when 

tracked over time, can identify changes. 

LCD will continue collecting data, but will 

encourage volunteers to take on this task. Since 

LCD is only able to visit each lake once, their data is 

incomplete and volunteers are needed to help data 

collection. LCD will begin recruiting volunteers in 

the upcoming season.

   The Lake Ellwood 

Management Planning 

Project is moving forward 

as scheduled. Since spring, 

several project-related 

tasks have been 

completed, including pre- 

and post-treatment 

monitoring of the spring 

2008 treatments, the 

continued collection of 

water quality samples, an 

aquatic plant community 

mapping survey, a project 

kick-off meeting, and the 

mailing of a stakeholder 

survey.  

   During May, 

approximately 14.2 acres 

of Eurasian water milfoil 

(EWM) were treated by 

Schmidt's Aquatic Plant 

Control, Inc. The 

treatment plan was 

created by Onterra LLC, 

the lake management 

planning firm hired by 

the Lake Ellwood 

Association (LEA) to assist 

in the completion of the 

management plan and the 

EWM treatments. Surveys 

conducted before and 

after the treatment 

indicate that it was quite 

successful at controlling 

EWM within the lake. 

Still, several areas of the 

lake will require 

treatment during 2009, 

especially an area on the 

northeast shore of the 

lake where a dense colony 

of EWM remains. The size 

of the treatment slated for 

2009 will be determined 

soon and incorporated 

within the completed 

management plan.  

   Water quality samples 

have been collected from 

Lake Ellwood through the 

cooperative efforts of 

Onterra ecologists and a 

volunteer from the lake, 

Mr. Bill Collard. The 

samples are sent to the 

Wisconsin State 

Laboratory of Hygiene for 

analysis. The results of the 

analysis will be a key 

component in the 

development of the lake 

management plan as they 

will lead to a better 

understanding of the 

lake's chemical attributes 

and its capacity to 

produce plant biomass. 

This data will also build 

upon the historic water 

quality dataset for the lake 

and allow for analysis of 

long-term trends as a part 

of this and future projects.  

   On August 16th, a 

project kick-off meeting 

was held in Florence to 

inform interested people 

about the management 

project and how they can 

be involved in it. Tim 

Hoyman, an Aquatic 

Ecologist with Onterra 

conducted a presentation 

that included an 

introduction to lake 

ecology and management, 

and outline of the 

different components and 

tasks that will be included 

as a part of the project and 

a description of the 

process that will be used 

to create a customized 

management plan for 

Lake Ellwood. Tim also 

answered numerous 

questions brought up by 

the 31 meeting 

participants.  

   Following the general 

meeting, Tim met with a 

sub-committee of the LEA 

created to assist Onterra 

in the completion of the 

Lake Ellwood 

Management Plan. The 

Planning Committee 

consists of 9 members 

making up a cross-section 

of Lake Ellwood 

stakeholders. The 

committee will work 

closely with Onterra in 

the development of the 

plan and act as the focus 

group for the LEA. The 

first task the Planning 

Committee has 

undertaken is the mailing 

of the stakeholder survey 

completed by Onterra for 

the Lake Ellwood project. 

Information from the 

returned survey will be 

instrumental in the 

completion of the Lake  

Ellwood Management 

Plan; therefore it is 
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extremely  

important that each 

Ellwood stakeholder that 

receives the survey 

completes it and drops it 

in the mail by October 

17th.  

   During the coming 

months, Onterra will be 

analyzing the data that 

has been collected 

during the many surveys 

and studies that have 

been completed as a part 

of this project. Once the 

analyses are complete 

and their preliminary 

conclusions and 

recommendations are 

formulated, Onterra 

ecologists will again 

meet with the Lake 

Ellwood Planning 

committee to begin 

creating the 

management plan. The 

first draft of the plan 

should be completed 

around December 1st.
