Developed - Brule River Campground located on Hwy 55 has 11 sites. Cost is $5.00 per
night. It is a beautiful campground among tall pines on the bank of the Brule River, Toilats
and water are provided.

POINTS CF INTEREST

1. (0 mi) Brule Rlver Campground. Put-in Is located at the campground on Hwy 55 near
the Michigan border.

2. (6 mi) FS Rd. 2172. Landing site.

3, (9 mi) Allen Creek. Allen Creek trout stream enters from right. One mile downstream, the
outlet of Plover Lake enters from left,

4. (12 mi) Mud Lake Outlet. Mud Lake outlet enters from left.

5. (13 mi) Hutf Creek. Huff Creek trout stream enters from right. Not far downstream an
unnamed stream enters from right,

6. (14 3/4 mi) Hwy 139 Brldge. Take-out for this section. Parking space available on
Wisconsin side west of highway.
