
#7  Hall’s Creek Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  South on Cty. N, 
west on Cty. C, north on LaSalle Falls Rd. to 
LaSalle Falls Parking Lot on right.  Trail is 
across the road. 
Difficulty:   Low 
 
Terrain:   Rolling 
 
Features:  Hunter/Walking and Horseback. 
 
Distance:  10 miles 

#8  Kretz Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  Go 14 miles south 
on Hwy 101 and then turn east 1.5 miles south 
of E. River Rd. 
Difficulty:   Low 
 
Terrain:   Rolling/Flat 
 
Features:  Hunter/Walking with 3 wildlife 
openings. 
 
Distance:  1.5 miles 

#4  Bessie Babbit Trail 
 
Directions from Florence:  Travel 4 miles 
west on Hwy 70 and then turn south into a 
parking lot. 
Difficulty:   Low 
 
Terrain:   Rolling/Flat 
 
Features:  Hunter/Walking: low land hard-
woods.  Great view. 
 
Distance:  3.25 miles 

#5  Grandma’s Beaver Pond 
Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  South on Hwy 101, 
then turn left on Forest Cty. Rd. H, then left on 
Lake LaFave Dr., 1/2 mile, and turn left on 
Woods Dr. to the gate, 1/2 mile 
 
Features:  Hunter/Walking 
 
Distance:  2 miles 

#6  Bush Lake Flats Trail 
 
Directions from Florence:  South on Hwy 101 
turning east on Cty. C and then go 1 mile south  
on Tower Road. 
Difficulty:   Low 
 
Terrain:   Rolling/Flat 
Features:  Hunter/Walking with large wildlife 
openings.  Many Railroad grades throughout  
area.  Horseback riding. 
 
Distance:  11 miles 

#9  Lamon Tangue Hunter/
Walking Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  Travel south on 
101, turning east on C and then go 1 mile south 
on Tower Rd. 
Difficulty:   Low 
 
Terrain:   Rolling 
 
Features:  Hunter/walking trail 
 
Distance:  6 miles 



#2  Burma Road Cross Country 
Ski Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  Travel south on N, 
then go south on U and turn west on Burma Rd. 
for 2 miles 
Difficulty:   Medium 
 
Terrain:   Rolling/Hilly 
 
Distance:  3.25 miles 
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#1  Lake Emily Cross Country 
Ski Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  Go south on 101 
and then travel east on D 1/2 mile.  The parking 
lot is on the south side of road. 
Difficulty:   Medium 
 
Terrain:   Rolling 
 
Features:  Cross country ski trail 
 
Distance:  2.5 miles 

#3  Winchester Hunter Trail  
 
Directions from Florence:  South on Cty. N, 
then east on Fire Lane Rd.  Continue east on 
The Plains Rd., there will be a trail on the north 
side of the road. 
Difficulty:   Easy (however it is not signed) 
 
Terrain:   Flat 
 
Distance:  4 miles 
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All trails are signed only to a  
certain extent.  There are many 

other small trails that break off of 
those mapped in this brochure.   
Always carry a compass when  

exploring these trails.
